New Runnymede Project on Preventing Racist Violence in Europe

The Runnymede Trust is looking to gather good practice examples of effective and innovative projects that work to prevent racist violence. Building on our UK-based research, we are looking to bring together around 15 projects from various European countries but in particular from France, Hungary, Belgium, Poland, Italy and Germany, to talk about how they are effectively preventing racist violence, through working with so-called potential perpetrator communities. 
This project does not look at initiatives that respond to racism or support victims, but is seeking work that tackles the underlying causes of racism with an aim of preventing it. Examples can be a youth project working on an estate to tackle the racism displayed by some of its youth, or mediation projects between communities that are fighting each other on ethnic/racial grounds. 
Another example can be work in schools to deal with prejudice, or a sports project bringing groups together and thus challenging racial divide. We are therefore very interested in any organisations that do this type of work, even locally.
